The Jewish Defence league demonstration.

On Friday April 2nd (during Good Friday, the Passover week, and Friday prayer) the Jewish Defence League (JDL), an organization which follows the racist and extremist teachings of Meir Kahane, which was also designated by the FBI as a [DELTET terrorist] "violent extremist" organization, came to demonstrate outside Palestine House.  Many of them were carrying Israeli flags and hateful anti-Muslim, anti-Palestinian signs.

The police was present, and they were witness to the civil reaction of Palestine House managers, who insisted on keeping the calm and not responding to the provocations of JDL.  It has come to our attention

that during this incident, some individuals, not members of our organization, made unacceptable comments. 

We take this opportunity to reiterate that Palestine House stands against all forms of racism including Islamophopia, anti-Semitism, and discrimination of

all kinds. 

In light of our strong belief in an anti-racist politics and a human rights framework, we stand by our community organizing and commitment to defending

Palestinian human rights, including the right to struggle against the Israeli military occupation and the right to self-determination. 

Michael Coren, a well know pro-Israel journalist, wrote a very one-sided and biased depictions of the events at Palestine House. He does not mention one word about the JDL, their history or past crimes. In his article, Mr. Coren accuses

another journalist of not doing her job properly when reporting on this event – we at Palestine House urge Mr. Coren to do his.
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
